COMING IN MAY  Ð WOMEN IN NEW MEXICO Ð FRANC NEWCOMB 
In 1976, during AmericaÕs Bicentennial, the Albuquerque Branch of AAUW  assembled an exhibit at the 
Albuquerque Museum of Women in New Mexico.  One of those outstanding women was Franc 
Newcomb, who wrote of her work with the Navajo while she and her husband ran a trading post on the 
reservation.  One of her two daughters, Priscilla Thompson, is now a member of our branch.  Priscilla will 
speak to us at the May luncheon about her motherÕs work to preserve the Navajo culture and its 
importance even today.  If you still have the booklet we printed on Women in New Mexico please br ing 
it to the meeting for others to see.  
 
Public Policy   The legislature is over. This has been a very unusual legislative period. People who have 
been there for many years verified this when I ask. Due to the fact that I spent four days a week there 
the f irst month and five days a week the last month I haven't had time to write an article but I will have it 
all down by the next news letter. I can tell you the Governor signed the Repeal the Death Penalty/Life 
Without Parole. He signed two bills on Domestic Violence. One gave victims restitution and the other let 
victims go to court to testify without losing their job.  
 
I want to assure you they knew AAUW -NM was there.  I was shocked but 'pleased as punch' when Rick 
Miera made an effort to find me and ask for  my opinion on a bill to be before his committee. I will give 
you a run down on those that made good and bad impressions on me in the next news letter. The 
house hit the ground running and the Senate waited about two and a half weeks before the 
committees looked at more than four or five bills at a time. There were a lot of hard feelings because 
when the Senate started working it was obvious that all but about three or four were trying to prevent 
the House bills from moving. They have three days after a com mittee hearing to get the information 
typed up and passed to the next place and when bills go from one side to the other the bills can be 
tied up before they are heard and then there is another time slot before they go to the floor again. I will
