It isdifficult to
doaument because someone3 gender isusudly
easly identified by name, voice, or appearance. The
only way to discover discriminaionisto eliminae
the other possible explanaions These unexplained
gapsare evidence of discrimination, which remains
a seriousproblem for women in thework force.O
Read more onthe AAUW ndiond site.

Beverly Sills, barn Belle Miriam
W Silvermanin 1929,debuted at the
1 age of three as Bubbles
Silverman onUnde Bob's
RainbowHouse radio show. At
theage of 10 shesang
Verdi®,Caro Nome from
Rigoletto on Major Bowes
Amateur Hour. When
interviewed at thetime shesaid,
OAnd| can sing 22 arias. | singold songstoo, like
ThelLad Rose of summer. My singing teacher tells
everyonebut metha | have an extraordinary voice
for my ageO
A member of theNew York City Operafrom 1955
to 1980,she peformed in theworld'sleading opea
houses, recorded 18 full-length opeas and
numeroussolo collections and appeared in

hundieds of television programs. In addition to the
many awardsfor her abuns, Sillsreceived four
Emmys for her weekly television program,
Lifestyles with Beverly Sills.

Sheintroduced to American audiences the use of
subtitles for all foreignlanguaye produdions-- a
method soonadopted in opaahouss aroundthe
world (induding the Santa Fe opea).

After retirement from peforming, Sills served as
General Director and then President of the New
York City Opera. In 1993,shebecame thefirst
woman, thefirst peforming artist and thefirst
former head of an arts company to become chair of
theLincoln Center for the Performing Arts, which
encompasses 11 world-renowned inditutions
induding the Metropolitan Opera, the New Y ork
Philharmonic andthe New Y ork City Ballet.
Beverly faced chdlenges when he daughter was
bom profoundly deaf and her son was bom severely
retarded. In the 70@ she became a cancer survivor.
